The committee appreciates the responses it has received to 
date from those who have reviewed the material already available, and invites 
responses from others throughout the synod when they have acquainted them­
selves with the material offered for review. The committee, consisting of Dennis 
Marzolf, Mark DeGarmeaux and the undersigned, also earnestly desires the 
prayers of the members of the synod as it continues to go about its work on this 
project to which it was encouraged by last year's convention resolution, cognizant 
that this project is of much significance as to preserving the liturgical and hymnic 
heritage of the ELS.

REPORT OF THE SELF STUDY COMMITTEE 

The Self Study Committee is appointed by the president of the synod and 
consists of the Rev. AlfMerseth, chairman; the Rev. Raymond Branstad, the Rev. 
David Nelson, the Rev. Milton Tweit and the Rev. Richard Newgard, secretazy. 
The committee has met several times this past year and respectfully submits the 
following recommendations for the synod's consideration: 

THE CLERGY ROSTER OF THE 
EVANGELICAL LUTHERAN SYNOD 

WHEREAS, The synod resolved "that the matter of criteria for deleting names 
from the clergy roster be remanded to the Self Study Committee for 
further evaluation," (1991 Synod Report, Res. #2, p. 171), be it 

RESOLVED, That the following guidelines govern the Clergy Roster of the 
Evangelical Lutheran Synod: 
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ESTABLISHING THE CLERGY ROSTER 

I. ELIGilliLITY FOR MEMBERSHIP 
A. Graduation from Bethany Lutheran Theological Seminary or a semi­

nary of a church body in our fellowship and being called, ordained and 
installed as a pastor, professor or teacher. 

B. Approval and recommendation by the Colloquy Committee of the Evan­
gelical Lutheran Synod and acceptance by resolution of the synod. 

C. Transfer from a sister church body and acceptance by resolution of the 
synod. 

II. CATEGORIES OF MEMBERSHIP 
A. Pastors serving member congregations. 
B. Pastors serving non-member Lutheran congregations. 
C. Pastors serving independent congregations the confessions and teach­

ings of which are in agreement with those of the synod. 
D. Ordained clergy serving as professors in educational institutions of the 

synod or as teachers in schools of member congregations. 
E. Ordained clergy serving in administrative offices of the synod. 
F. Ordained clergy serving in home and foreign mission fields or in church 

related organizations. 
G. Clergy who qualify in (I) above and are inactive. 
H. Clergy who qualify in (I) above and are emeritus. 

Note: All persons on the "Clergy Roster" are eligible for a call. 

III. REMOVAL FROM THE CLERGY ROSTER 
A. Clergy may be removed from the "Clergy Roster" in accordance with the 

"Guidelines for Synodical Discipline" found on pages 51-52 of the Evan­
gelical Lutheran Synod Handbook. 

B. The president and secretary of the Evangelical Lutheran Synod shall 
consult with inactive clergy to ascertain whether or not they wish to 
remain on the "Clergy Roster." 

PASTORS' EQUALIZATION 

WHEREAS, the synod resolved "that the method of determination of pastors' 
equalization be remanded to the Self Study Committee for re­
evaluation," (1991 Synod Report, Res. #5, p. 172), be it 

RESOLVED, that the following formula govern pastor's equalization:

(For the 1991 convention-107 pastors participated with a total expense of 
$19,462, making the average expense or par amount $182) 

A parish is the total number of communicant members a pastor serves, whether 
in one, two or more churches. 

The total amount of pastors' expense, divided by the number of pastors submit­
ting expenses, will be the par figure-the average expense. This amount is 
assigned to the middle category, parishes with communicant membership from 
151-200. Other size parishes will pay the percentage of par assigned to the 
category their parish fits into, with the largest parishes paying 150% of par and 
the smallest parishes paying 50% of the par amount. 

If the total amount calculated from this formula is not enough to cover all 
expenses, or is more than needed, then the par amount should be raised or 
lowered and the formula worked again for all categories keeping the percentages 
the same. The formula may need to be worked several times to find the proper 
total amount needed to cover all expenses. 

FUNDING PROCEDURES FOR THE BOARD FOR PUBLICATIONS 

The synod resolved "that the matter of funding procedures for the Board for 
Publications be referred back to the Self Study Committee," (1991 Synod Report, 
Res. #4, p. 172). The committee is pleased to report that this matter has been 
handled through the Board of Trustees which has combined two existing funds to 
create a reserve fund for publications. The committee feels that the matter has 
therefore been resolved satisfactorily. 

MEMORIAL CONCERNING TEACHERS AT SYNOD CONVENTION 

WHEREAS, The synod resolved "that the memorial regarding teachers at con­
vention be referred to the Self Study Committee," (1991 Synod 
Report, p. 157 and Res. #9, p. 173), and, 

WHEREAS, Neither the Constitution nor the By-laws of the synod require 
principals and male teachers to be in attendance at conventions, 
and, 

WHEREAS, Principals, male teachers and professors may be elected as dele­
gates by their congregations, and, 

WHEREAS, The enfranchising of male teachers, professors and missionaries 
would necessitate the changing of the synodical congregational 
representation structure (cf. By-laws, Chapter IV-Conventions, 
Paragraphs 2), and, 

WHEREAS, Principals, male teachers, professors and missionaries have the 
right to apply for permanent membership in the synod which 
includes voting rights on convention committees and speaking 
rights in the convention assembly (cf. By-laws, Chapter IV-Con-
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ventions, Paragraph 3, and Handbook, General Rules and Regula­
tions, p. 4 7), and, 

WHEREAS, These are all eligible to be elected to standing boards and commit­
tees of the synod, 

A. RESOLVED, that the present congregational representation structure and 
permanent membership structure be retained, and, 

B. RESOLVED, that all who are eligible be encouraged to apply for permanent 
membership in the synod.

REPORT OF THE BOARD FOR STEWARDSHIP 

The Board for Stewardship accomplished its main business by conducting two 
meetings, one on September 5-6, 1991 and the other on February 6-7, 1992. All 
other goals were achieved by individual members through personal assignment 
and telephone conversation. 

The members of the board are the Rev. Paul Schneider, chairman; Mr. Howard 
Haugan, vice chairman; the Rev. Rodger Dale, secretary; Mr. Leslie Enter; Mr. 
Steven Jaeger. The Rev. M.E. Tweit continues to serve the board as a resource 
consultant. 

In an attempt to carry out the Synod Handbook guidelines to promote good, 
biblical stewardship throughout the Evangelical Lutheran Synod, and especially 
in an attempt to carry out the Lord's will to extend His Kingdom the following has 
been done by the board since the last convention: 
(1) Regular monthly letters have been sent to all pastors, board members and 

synod convention delegates providing stewardship encouragement and infor­
mation, bulletin inserts and a monthly listing of synodical contributions from 
all the congregations. 

(2) Articles & "Stewardship Sentences" have been provided for publication in the 
LUTHERAN SENTINEL. 

(3) A bulletin insert has been published in cooperation with the Board for 
Publications. 

(4) A special offering was conducted on December 8, 1991 to help reduce the 
large budget deficit. 1991 became a record year with budget contributions 
totaling $762,961.82, exceeding the budget by $26,961.82. Excess of income 
over expenses was $19,270.65. In 1991, 64 congregations gave less than in 
1990 and 65 gave more. (See statistical sheet for comparison) 

(5) The board continues to monitor the activity of LACE through its contact man, 
Mr. Leslie Enter. Because of the benefit our synod is receiving from this loan 
program of the WELS, we need to encourage more individual members of our 
ELS to support this ministry by loaning money which will be used by our 
congregations for loans. 

(6) The board continues to be concerned about all members of the synod keeping 
informed on the work of the synod as well as on the message of stewardship. 
Church Councils should keep the work of our synod on their agenda. 

(7) A questionnaire was sent to all pastors seeking information on methods 
congregations use for gathering offerings, setting goals for synod contribu­
tions, how they operate with regard to all financial matters, etc. Through the 
dedicated follow-up of the Rev. Tweit we received 100% participation on the 
part of the pastors. They are to be commended for their cooperation! This 
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information is being tabulated and analyzed and will be distributed to the 
synod as soon as available. This data should help this board better determine 
how to best communicate the message of giving and motivate the people to 
better support the Lord's Work in the synod. 

(8) The board continues to attempt to oversee the fund drive appeals within the 
synod. Very few requests come before the board, however. 

(9) Advent & Lenten offering envelopes were provided for all congregations to be 
used to gather an extra offering for the synod during those special seasons. 

(10) The Rev. Tweit tabulated statistics on the giving of all congregations for both 
home and synod according to Circuits for the year 1991. 

(11) Special stewardship seminars were conducted in April and May of 1992 by 
board chairman the Rev. Schneider. He presented to the pastors and provided 
for the parishes copies of a new stewardship publication, "GROWING IN 
THE GRACE OF GIVING." The total cost of this endeavor (seminars & 
materials) was underwritten by an individual member of the synod. 

(12) Work is being done on a mission statement as directed by the Planning & 
Coordinating Committee. 

(13) The Rev. Rodger Dale is working on an in-depth stewardship training Bible 
study utilizing various teaching methods including visuals and learner 
involvement through discussion and specific actions to implement the prin­
ciples. 

(14) The board is striving to provide the archives with all minutes, etc. so that a 
permanent record of all activities will be maintained. 

Thanks and praise go to almighty God for moving the hearts of our people to 
support our Lord's work which we are doing together in the Evangelical Lutheran 
Synod. Many dollars were given by many generous believers, dollars flowing from 
hearts filled with dedicated faith in the Lord and Savior. The board continues to 
use God's Word, both the Law & the Gospel, to reach the hearts letting that heart 
filled with faith and love control the pocketbook. The board continues to be 
concerned over the fact that the synodical budget carries a deficit until the end of 
the year when a "final, special push" is necessary to catch up. All members and 
all congregations need to be encouraged to follow the scriptural advice to give 
regularly throughout the entire year. We should be able to fund our budget and 
thus do our Lord's work without having to make such urgent pleas because of a 
deficit. Congregational treasurers should submit offerings on a monthly basis. 

The board continues to study biblical stewardship and how it might assist 
various pastors and congregations in teaching these principles to the people. It 
will only be the Holy Spirit working through the Means of Grace Who creates and 
strengthens faith, faith which moves cheerful givers to be generous with their 
offerings for the Lord's Work. May God's Will always be done and may He receive 
all the glory!

1. Mileage payments will be at the rate of $.15 per mile (round trip) to a 
laymen delegate who drives his own car (Home to convention site.) and 
$.20 per mile if accompanied by a second delegate. 

2. Air travel and bus fares are also accepted. These will be reimbursed in 
full if funds permit. Otherwise a pro ration of available funds will be 
made. Only mileage to or from an airport will be reimbursed. Car rental 
costs will not be reimbursed. 

3. Only those delegates whose congregations remit to this fund will receive 
equalization from it. 

4. Delegates must register at the convention showing name, congregation, 
round-trip mileage, and/or travel expenses in order to receive reimburse­
ment. 

5. Delegates are encouraged to ride together, whenever possible. This stew­
ardship of money will enable the Equalization Fund to cover more of the 
expenses. 

6. The Chairman will receive $.15 per mile or actual expenses, whichever is 
less, out of the fund to cover his costs of attending convention. (Note if 
chairman is delegate he shall be reimbursed according to rules for dele­
gates set forth.)

1993 BUDGET 

At its September 30-0ctober 1, 1991 meeting the committee heard detailed 
reports from the representatives of each board which included tentative budget 
requests which were explained and discussed. At the January 1992 meeting the 
treasurer reported that the 1991 fiscal year had a total budget income of 
$762,961.82, $26,961.82 over the adopted budget. This was a cause for great 
thanksgiving. The 1992 budget figure of $750,000 had not needed to be altered 
and it was felt that the 1993 figure could be increased a little more. After further 
discussion and some revision the committee herewith presents to the synod a 
budget of $770,000 for the 1993 fiscal year, allocated as follows:

The committee continues to study ways of avoiding increased deficits in the 
General Fund. It always studies the expense of each department in the synod with 
a continuous view toward their efficiency and spends much time discussing ways 
and means whereby the synod's constituency can be made better informed about 
the programs of the synod thus inspiring greater financial support for the synod's 
needs. 

PRIORITIZING OF FUTURE PROJECTS 

The synod is herewith informed of the objectives of the various departments of 
the synod's work. 

BETHANY LUTHERAN COLLEGE The projects spoken of in the report to the 
1991 convention are the following: The preparing of the former band and choir 
room for occupation by the synod's museum; an addition to the physical education 
plant; a student union; a new entrance to Old Main and the increasing of the 
principal in the endowment funds. These are all included in a bigger plan which 
will be detailed in the "Report of the Board of Regents and President of Bethany 
Lutheran College." Besides that regular maintenance is undertaken as it becomes 
necessazy. 

BETHANY LUTHERAN THEOLOGICAL SEMINARY The video "The Making 
of a Pastor" has been completed and distributed for showing in all congregations 
as a recruiting tool. The new catalog has also been distributed and is in use. 

BOARD FOR CHRISTIAN SERVICE The board continues to assist pastors 
and teachers in securing for themselves financial security through a retirement 
plan with National Life, AAL, etc., to encourage congregations to provide term life 
insurance for pastors and teachers, to provide assistance to those who have 
suffered loss due to disaster and to support the widows and retired pastors, who 
up to 1970 did not have adequate coverage with National Life or AAL, up to $160 
per month. 

EDUCATION AND YOUTH The "kick-off' of the 75th Anniversary Thankof­
fering for Education and Youth is at this 1992 convention and begins in the 
congregations in October 1992 and continues for two years. With the assistance 
of the funds generated from this endowment the Board for Education and Youth 
hopes to pursue the following projects: establishing new Christian Day Schools, 
high schools or high school subsidy, revise and reprint the Synod Handbook for 
beginning teachers, work with the Board for Home Missions to establish schools 
at the same time as new congregations are established and church buildings are 
constructed, taping Bethany College religious classes, book of childrens' sermons, 
Bible study materials, synod owned retreat center, teen group meeting outlines 
and teen devotion book. 

HOME MISSIONS The missions already in operation continue to be monitored 
by the board and given assistance as needed. A mission in Litchfield, Illinois was 
started in 1991. The immediate plan of the board is to start two missions in 1992, 
one in Pierce County, Washington and the other in South Lakeland, Florida. 
Other fields for new mission sites continue to be explored, investigated and 
visited. 

FOREIGN MISSIONS The board continues monitoring the uncertainty of the 
safety of our missionaries in Peru. Meanwhile 4 native pastors were graduated 
from the seminary last fall and the educating of more native students continues. 
Work has also begun in Santiago, Chile where two missionaries are located at the 
present time. 
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BOARD FOR PUBLICATIONS This board continues to monitor the publishing 
of the Lutheran Sentinel, the Lutheran Synod Quarterly and continues to publish 
bulletin inserts from time to time. Work continues on the preparing of model 
constitutions for smaller and larger congregations, on the indexing of the Lu­
theran Sentinel and on a pastor's agenda. The board also concerns itself with the 
marketing of the 75th anniversary books being prepared by the 75th Anniversary 
Committee. 

SYNOD INFORMATION PROGRAM 

Letters continue to be sent from the president's office to the "Synod Contact 
Man" in each congregation. We hope that this news about synodical affairs such 
as mission development, college and seminaey, stewardship information, congre­
gational events and synod convention actions continues to be transmitted to the 
members of the congregations regularly.

This subcommittee discusses matters 
that are referred to it and makes recommendations to the two boards that is 
serves. The Rev. M. E. Tweit serves as chairman of the subcommittee and the 
undersigned as its secretaey. · 

The Trustee-Home Missions Subcommittee consisting of three members from 
each of these boards met on July 15 and October 1, 1991. This subcommittee 
concerns itself with home mission matters in which both boards are involved and 
where mutual understanding and cooperation of effort is necessaey. E. Ekhoff 
serves as chairman of this subcommittee and the lfndersigned as its secretaey. 

The Trustee-Foreign Missions Subcommittee consisting of three members from 
each of these boards meet as necessary to coordinate the work of those two boards 
in areas of common concern. 

The Trustee-Regents-Publications Subcommittee consisting of representatives 
from those three boards and from the administration of Bethany Lutheran 
College meets as necessaey. This subcommittee discusses the relationship be­
tween these boards in the areas of publishing, storage and marketing of the 
synod's publications. President Orvick serves as chairman of this subcommittee 
andW. C. Gullixson of the Board for Publications serves as its secretaey. 

The work of these subcommittees is very helpful in promoting a better under­
standing between these boards in the areas of their common concerns and in turn 
leads to smoother operation in these phases of the Synod's work. 

With a view toward construction of additional facilities at Bethany College a 
Trustee-Regents Building Committee was elected consisting of the following:

The Board of Trustees authorized a $320.00 per month expenditure to the 
Northwood-Lake Mills Lutheran Parish as assistance for Sunday supply preach­
ing for the secretary of the synod. 

The Board of Trustees accepted the resignation of Mr. Earl Aasen from the 
board. The board elected Mr. Robert Brown, Hartland, Wisconsin to fill the 
position until the 1992 convention. 

The Board of Trustees approved a plan for a proposed addition to Our Savior 
Lutheran Church, Lakeland, FL and approved the congregation's getting an 
additional $30,000 loan from LACE. 

The Board of Trustees extended a $10,000 loan to Lakewood Lutheran Church, 
Tacoma, WA at 8% interest on a 5 year amortization schedule.

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REPORT OF THE JOINT MEETING OF THE 
BOARD OF TRUSTEES AND THE 

BOARD OF REGENTS 

The Board of Trustees and the Board of Regents met jointly on May 12, 1992 
to consider the capital campaign entitled "PREPARING FOR THE 21st CEN­
TURY" which is proposed for Bethany Lutheran College. 

The following resolutions were adopted for presentation to the 1992 conven­
tion of the Evangelical Lutheran Synod for its consideration and action. 

WHEREAS, During the development of the Self-Study that was a partial re­
quirement for continued accreditation with North Central Association of Col­
leges and Schools (NCA), it became clear that Bethany lacked in financial stabil­
ity and in adequate out-of-class activity space, and, 

WHEREAS, NCA defined the problem of financial stability as urgent, and, 
WHEREAS, the Board of Regents and the synodical president have encour­

aged the administration of Bethany to investigate funding of major endow­
ments, student union, and additional physical fitness facilities, and, 

WHEREAS, the president of Bethany Lutheran College has actively solicited 
funds for these needs, and, 

WHEREAS, a gift and pledge of $3,500,000 and a commitment of an addi­
tional $3,000,000 in matching money have been received to be used for a capital 
campaign to meet the needs described, and titled "Preparing for the 21st Cen­
tury," therefore,

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REPORT OF THE EVANGELICAL 
LUTHERAN SYNOD FOUNDATION 

The Evangelical Lutheran Synod Foundation meets concurrently with the 
quarterly meetings of the Evangelical Lutheran Synod Board of Trustees. 

At its annual meeting on August 13-14, 1991 the Evangelical Lutheran Synod 
Foundation elected the following officers: the Rev. George Orvick, president; the 
Rev. Alf Merseth, secretary; Mr. Leroy W. Meyer, treasurer. These officers serve 
one year terms. 

The Evangelical Lutheran Synod Foundation Committee is made up of four 
members elected to two year terms. Mr. Leroy Meyer and Mr. Richard Wiechmann 
were elected in 1990. Mr. Bernard Bogeskov and Mr. Glenn Annexstad were 
elected in 1991. Mr. Lars Petersen serves as an advisory member of the commit­
tee. The committee considers and makes recommendations to the foundation 
regarding the investment of its assets and the use of the income from those 
investments. 

The foundation engages Roland Reinholz as the investment manager of its 
assets. The Foundation Committee and Treasurer Meyer regularly review with 
Mr. Reinholz the investment of the foundation's assets. 

It was resolved that the Torino Parkway property in Port St. Lucie, FL should 
be sold. At the time of this writing it is listed with Revelle Realty. 

The Foundation approved a $50,000 loan from the Partners in the Gospel Fund 
at 8% interest to Family of God Lutheran Church for the construction of a church 
building. This will be added to the present loan and amortized over a 15 year 
period.

The financial statements have been prepared on the accrual basis. The 
significant accounting policies followed are described below to improve the 
usefulness of the financial statements. 

These financial statements are presented in accordance with the principles 
of fund accounting. Resources for various purposes are classified for 
accounting and reporting purposes into funds according to their nature and 
purpose. 

The Genera 1 Fund represents resources avail ab 1 e for current operating 
purposes. 

The Church Extension and Loan Fund represents resources used for loans to 
congregations for building and improvement programs. 

The Bethany Lutheran Theological Seminary and Residences and Real Estate 
funds represent the investment of the Synod in these physical properties. 
The Bethany Lutheran College fund is exp 1 a i ned further in Note (C). 

The Evangelical Lutheran Synod Foundation is an "endowment'' fund established 
by the Synod's Board of Trustees. In addition to donations specified for 
the Foundation, one-third of undesignated trust and estate income is 
appropriated to the Foundation each year. 

In accordance with accepted practice for non-profit organizations, no 
provision is made for depreciation of equipment and furniture. Expenditures 
for such items are charged to operations in the year incurred.

In keeping with the donor's wishes, the principal may be used 
for the purpose designated, or the principal may be held intact 
while the income alone is used for the work of our church. 

B. GIFTS OF REAL ESTATE AND OTHER PROPERTY 

The FOUNDATION is ready to receive, administer and dis­
tribute gifts of real estate, securities, or other property desig­
nated for the general work of our church or for any specific phase 
of its activities (including local congregations). If desired the 
FOUNDATION is ready to make arrangements whereby the 
donor will receive a gift annuity agreement income for life or a life 
income agreement income. 

C. BEQUESTS THROUGH WILLS 

In a very real sense your will is a continuation of your own life 
and influence. It is an expression of your wishes, a document that 
acts as your representative in distributing the material things 
you leave behind. Only you know how you wish them distributed. 
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Only you have the power and the right to make your own will. If 
you don't have a will, the state makes a will for you through the 
laws that apply when a person leaves no will.
